AEC shall be a language and communication skill
course of English and Modern Indian Languages (MIL) common to all UG Programmes.
All students need to do Ability Enhancement Courses (AEC) from two groups - (1) English and (2)
MIL (Modern Indian Language) during Semesters LI Il &IV.
Exception
Students with a Major/Minor in an English and MIL subject CANNOT choose AEC of the same
subject. '
NOTE - The extent of these English and MIL courses MUST NOT be compared to the Core English
and MIL courses, where a student studies literature. These English & MIL courses will be of very
basics of the language so that a student learns the basic knowledge about the language to enhance
his/her ability and communication skill.

The students studying Hind_i & Sanskrit as a major/minor subject shall be allowed to opt English Language & Communication in
1, 11, III & IV semesters. Similarly, the students studying any two Language of Group-I and Group-Il as a major/minor subject
shall be allowed to opt third language as AECin I, I, IIl & 1V semesters.
