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An Epitome Of Optimism And Inspiration : Stephen Hawking

Today, disability is not perceived as an obstacle to success, rather, it is about being
differently able to do wonders as has been proved by various examples. It is said if God
takes something ,it means he is emptying one's hands to give something better. It is clearly
manifested in the life of one of the most inspiring persons in human history- Stephen
Hawking.

Stephen Hawking (1942-2018), recipient of many awards ,medals ,prizes also had
twelve honorary degrees to his credit. Hawking, a man who could not move or talk did
wonders and also led a family life with children. He believed that however bad life may
seem, there is always something one can do and succeed. While living with his devastating
condition of incurable motor neuron disease for more than half a century, he was able to
establish himself as a great theoretical physicist and became a celebrated author.
Unfortunately, he suddenly realized that he might not even live long enough to earn his
Ph.D. but this did not deter him from his journey to success . He dedicated all his energy
towards research work. He believed that his disease helped him as an instrument to
become a scientist. Hawking was confined to wheelchair for nearly five decades. He
increasingly relied on the advanced technology not only to get around but also to
communicate his ideas to the world. Hawking contributed not only to the world of science
but his books and public appearances have made him an academic celebrity. His work The
Brief History of Time published in 1988 became a best seller. He is not only a motivational
force who challenged death and disability successfully but is a classic example of great
courage, intelligence , indomitable will and positive attitude. In his Memoir, My Brief
History Hawking wrote, “Before my condition was diagnosed I had been very bored with
life though had not seemed to be anything worth doing. .. Another dream I had several times
was that I would sacrifice my life to save others. After all if I was going to die anyway I
might as well do some good.”

Hawking's life is a rich tale of success against adversity. Hawking, a great
theoretical physicist and a celebrated author taught us not to moan or groan about our
misfortunes but to fight adversities with optimism and positive thinking. Indeed he showed
that one can make strides if cannot walk ; one can have a beautiful voice ,if cannot talk.

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To Be Blind Is Not Miserable, Not To Be Able To Bear Blindness,
That Is Miserable : John Milton

Disability is not an obstacle rather an opportunity to success, the only obstacle is in
the way you perceive it. This dictum of seeing possible in impossible is well depicted in the
attitude of John Milton (1608-1674) ,one of England's distinguished poets who decided
early in his life to become an eminent writer, a goal he undoubtedly accomplished. Amid
the political upheavals of the time and the personal struggle he faced in his life, he produced
immortal works that placed him on the highest pedestal of English poetry.

John Milton's crowning achievement Paradise Lost 1s widely accepted as the finest
Epic Poem in English Language. It is speculated that Milton lost his eyesight completely
around 1651, sixteen years before completing the epic poem. He himself said “To be blind
1s not miserable, not to be able to bear blindness, that is miserable.” It is a testament to his
courage that he did not let his blindness deter him, especially at a time before Braille or any
other technology to assist the Visually Impaired was discovered. He always believed that
however difficult life may seem, there is always something one can do and succeed. He had
his daughters read to him and dictated his writings to a transcriber. In a sonnet aptly titled
“On his Blindness™ he had detailed the experience of losing his eye sight. He says “When I
consider how my life is spent, ere half my days in the dark world and wide, and that one
talent which is death to hide.” He believed that God wanted him to keep working inspite of
his disability. His patience resulted into the fact that even his idleness is useful to God if he
continues to have faith in God.

Though his life was full of hardships, his will power always encouraged him and he
realized that no disability can stop him from achieving his goals. As a result of his
perseverance and firm faith in the justice of God he is regarded as one of the best writers in
English Language.
